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Pacific Asia Museum presents a striking exhibition of modern Japanese prints
From Heart to Hand: Modern Japanese Prints from the 

George and Marcia Good Collection
June 22 – September 17, 2006

Munakata Shiko, one of Japan’s most famous woodblock printmakers, once explained the creative process by saying that when he opened his heart, images would flow to his hands.  Visitors to Pacific Asia Museum this summer can experience this poetic perspective on art with the opening of the new exhibition From Heart to Hand: Modern Japanese Prints from the George and Marcia Good Collection, on view from June 22 through September 17, 2006. 

The exhibition focuses on prints created between 1951 to 1977 and includes works by Ay-O, Yoshisuke Funasaka, Onogi Gaku, Unichi Hiratsuka, Jochi Hoshi, Yoshiharu Kimura, Tokio Miyashita, Toshinobu Onosato, Tetsuro Sawada, Hiroyuki Tajima, and Rikio Takahashi. The prints in this exhibition have not previously been shown to the public.

Pasadena businessman and art collector George Good often traveled to Japan in the 1970’s and developed a great appreciation for modern Japanese prints. Over the years he purchased prints by both established and emerging artists, forming a collection that reflected the changing artistic spirit of Japan. In 1990, George and Marcia Good donated their collection of modern Japanese prints to Pacific Asia Museum, making this exhibition possible. 

From Heart to Hand examines themes such as the significance of individuality and creativity in art. As styles continue to emerge and printmaking continues to develop, this show provides a perspective on artists who broke with tradition to explore their own concepts of art.

Pacific Asia Museum is located at 46 North Los Robles Avenue in Pasadena.  Hours are Wednesday through Sunday 10 am to 5 pm and until 8 pm on Fridays.
