An Asian Art Inspired Design Enlightens the Wall   
PASADENA, CA, December 10, 2007  –  Pacific Asia Museum unveiled today a mural on the north side of its exterior wall facing Union street .    
“Creating a welcoming environment for the public is one of our goals. The north side of the building used to be enormous and bland .It was a contrast to the cultural richness of the museum inside” said Joan Marshall, Pacific Asia Museum Executive Director. The museum collaborated with Los Angeles based graphic artists, Vesna Petrovic and Marci Boudreau to conceive and execute the project. 
Ms. Petronic said of their creative concept “We had three goals with the wall mural: to sign the building with the museum logo, to identify the building as a place for Asian art, and to provoke interest and encourage passing drivers and pedestrians to venture in and experience Pacific Asia Museum. We created simple, iconic graphics that stand out and are easy to understand. We also wanted to create something that would brand the museum and activate this end of the building”.
The symbols selected for the wall treatment are featured on works in the museum’s permanent collection and represent the many cultures highlighted at Pacific Asia Museum.
